Boise parade had 3,000 participants, the largest bike parade turnout ever for Boise 

Denver, CO (August xx, 2011) – Tour de Fat, New Belgium Brewing’s traveling celebration of all things bicycle, raised nearly $44,000 for Boise Bike Project, Southwest Idaho Mountain Biking Association (SWIMBA) and Treasure Valley Cycling Alliance. The national tour, which is in its 12th season, made its sixth stop in Boise on Saturday, August 20, and will travel to seven more cities this year. 
More than an event, Tour de Fat is a rite of passage that includes a costumed bicycle parade, New Belgium beer, eye-popping entertainment, local food, crazy bike contests and much more. The Boise stop, at Ann Morrison Park, had 6,500 bicycle and beer enthusiasts, with 3,000 participating in the bike parade, the largest bike parade for Boise’s Tour de Fat history.
Matt Monette, 33, is Boise’s 2011 car-for-bike swapper. Monette is a new dad and a first grade teacher who swapped his car for a hand-made commuter bike from Black Sheep.

“My new bike is going to allow me to ride on and inspire my students at Longfellow Elementary School to live a sustainable life,” said Monette. “This opportunity has already sparked a ‘Ride to School’ week and I couldn’t be happier!”

The three benefitting nonprofits from Tour de Fat’s Boise stop are dedicated to providing the residents of Boise and its surrounding areas with bicycling resources and promoting a socially responsible, environmentally friendly, practical mode of transportation. 
“Tour de Fat provided the three Boise bicycle non-profits the ability to work together to create a better community for southwestern Idaho,” said Margie Rosenburg of Southwest Idaho Mountain Biking Association (SWIMBA), one of Tour de Fat’s beneficiaries. “The money raised will help purchase land to build trails, provide bikes for the underprivileged, teach lessons in bike maintenance and proper riding etiquette and purchase professional grade equipment for trail maintenance and construction. This event has changed the lives of many people and will continue to for years to come.”

In true partnership fashion, SWIMBA actually donated $5,000 of its beer proceeds back to Boise Bike Project to help that group’s efforts in purchasing their building
